DS also commented on the recent LIHNN network survey and there was discussion around defining what the network does and ensuring members understand the difference between LIHNN and HCLU. LIHNN supports individuals and HCLU supports the whole service.

	Members Survey
Tracey Owen provided an introduction to this survey at the LIHNN AGM, held prior to this meeting.

There was a discussion around how the survey came about and why the committee and members of the CPD group had not seen it earlier.

SE acknowledged the timing of the survey was not ideal, but the timescales of the AQuA Action Learning set had forced the committee’s hand.

There was agreement that the survey was not perfect, but that it had provided a baseline for next year and it will ultimately save the committee time, by not having to create something from scratch. The general opinion seems to be that members appreciate LIHNN and it is doing well, but there was also some scepticism.
One of the issues flagged by the survey is the perceived lack of distinction between LIHNN and HCLU. David Stewart had earlier acknowledged that the influence and money of HCLU perhaps makes it difficult for LIHNN to stand out, but added that ultimately HCLU is a member of LIHNN.
There was a further discussion on the LIHNN groups and any limits of membership. This was deemed a potential opportunity to bring the groups closer to the committee.

Key questions:

Strategic objectives and there was discussion on what those are and if they need to be revisited.

Membership accountability – although the response was positive, the committee is unsure if any real powers of sanction exist.
