Birmingham & Solihull Mental Health Foundation Trust

DL contacted by EBSCO recently- Claire Honeybourne who has been to talk to LIHNN MHL in the past was representative Health sales rep for the UK, Ireland and Nordic countries. 

They have now appointed a new EBSCO Field Sales Rep for the North of England- Ruth Muscat.

Her role is to meet with managers across the North and present/demonstrate EBSCO resources.

Networks have the option to arrange visits from Ruth to talk about collaborative purchasing including demonstrating new resources such as Dynamed Plus and its relevance to psychiatric conditions/treatments.
The group discussed the different ebook platforms the group uses and platform fees, we need to monitor this and consider each other’s different platforms when exploring collaborative purchasing. HCLU are likely to consider joint bids.
When opportunities/resource needs arise we will discuss collaborative purchasing.
