Tracy Owen, North West Boroughs Healthcare NHS Foundation Trust, is purchasing a table for colouring in and jigsaws
Laura Jeffreys, Pennine Care, is losing community services which they’ve had since 2009. They will be losing 40% of staff so they can focus on MH & LD as they used to. Rosalind McNally is has been recruited to Pennine Care.

Pippa Orr, North Cumbria University Hospitals NHS Trust, and Cumbria Partnership NHS Foundation Trust are merging. The Joint Board is putting in a business case to Northumberland Tyne and Wear NHS Trust to run MH & LD, Autism and CAMHS in north Cumbria and are looking into Lancashire Care running the same services in the south of the county. Our Library Assistant, Joanne Smith, will be starting a new Band 5 Assistant Librarian 2 year training role on Monday 21.01.19

Dan Livesey and John Coulshed, Greater Manchester Mental Health Trust, Amy Clancy, see above, has started her trainee post at Fallowfield. Have lost Lorna Dawson to a promotion but her old post is frozen. They do searches for Manchester Public Health, but MPH is now recruiting a Band 7 research and evidence specialist. 

Vicky Bramwell, Cheshire and Wirral Trust, current spans at least 3 integrated care partnerships. Books on prescription are being revisited and promoted, one copy of every book has been purchased for staff to be able to review before suggesting. Single page advert has been produced for all 4 collections. The number of resources to promote drives the need for one leaflet for core resources. Action: VB to share Books on Prescription leaflet, for adapting.
Helen Kiely, Mersey Care NHS Foundation Trust is looking at obtaining the Lean Library Browser Extension, which is a plug in that means when someone is online it shows up in the corner of their browser that we offer access to it & provides a link (e.g. full text of papers etc). We’ve had it generally agreed to by senior management (inc funding) but have to wait first to get agreement and buy-in from IT as it would be something we’d want them to install as standard on all trust computers, which is an ongoing matter.We’ve also purchased an institutional subscription for publishing in BMJ Open, as of the beginning of this year, and have had a good amount of interest from staff already. Has anyone else done this before or run workshops about writing for publication? If so I’d love to hear about them as this is something I’m looking in to in order to support staff better if they are interested.
