	UPDATES FROM GROUP MEMBERS 
There will be lots of recruitment happening over the next few months, with posts coming up at Bolton, Pennine Care, Mersey Care and Lancashire Teaching.
OS at Manchester University NHS Foundation Trust has developed guides for EBSCO and Ovid that will be circulated to the mailing list.

Both YS at St Helens and Knowsley Teaching Hospitals NHS Trust and LD at Greater Manchester Mental Health NHS FT have recently delivered training sessions on referencing at the request of specific groups. Both will circulate training material to the mailing list.
EH and ET at Lancashire Teaching have struggled to attract enough participants to deliver an online critical appraisal course and have reverted to face to face in January to see if that is more successful.

	CPD ACTIVITY: SEARCH EXAMPLE 
The meeting broke into three groups to discuss the search that had been circulated prior to the meeting:
Outcomes of keyhole superior interhemispheric transfalcine approach + bilateral approaches (bifrontal craniotomy) vs traditional surgical resection for treatment of tuberculum sellae meningiomas. Outcomes to be assessed: Extent of resection, visual improvement, ACA at risk, Chance of olfactory loss, CSF leakage
One key article already identified by the requester
General feedback:

Use the already identified article to check indexing / MeSH terms.

Check references in already identified article.

Databases used would primarily be Medline / PubMed and EMBASE. 
One of the tricky aspects of the search was working out which parts of the approach were most important.

Some clarification with the requester would be required – which bits were important? Did they want a broad approach with articles on the surgical techniques for the condition, or just that very specific technique, as there is very little written on it? Possibly run the search initially and send rough strategy to them. Better to ask and clarify than to wing it and guess what they want! 

It’s ok not to understand everything. Google can help you get to grips with what things are.

Those attendees who don’t routinely carry out very clinical searches found this exercise especially valuable – it was agreed that the next example will be mental health / management related.
